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Baseline Air Quality Monitoring to
Monetize Assets

On December 20, 2012 TRER announced it had begun baseline air quality
monitoring in anticipation of permitting future operations at a $56,000
budget and $18,000 future annual monitoring costs.

TRER does not intend to operate a beryllium mine, but believes its permit
efforts enhance plans to sell its potential beryllium or uranium resources.

TRER notes that Cyprus Minerals developed an 887 foot, production-sized
10" x 10" tunnel with steel support sets eve&y 5." Further, such a "ming”
might operate several weeks each year and ship “direct shipping ore” with
no mill nor tailings on site, which is smaller and simpler than many mines.
We estimate the 1980s drilling, development, testing and studies would cost
over $50 million today.

These studies enhance later permits of the nﬁen pit rare earth project. A
potential operation should be more salable after such documentation.

We note that a 7,000 tonne per day aggregates quarry for railroad ballast
with a rail spur operates currently on one edge of the Sierra Blanca
mountain near Round Top.

On October 3, 2012 TRER announced intention to dividend precious metals assets to
shareholders.

Mo fixed timetable exists, however, as management time fully committed to open pit
rare earth project and potential separate underground beryllium project sales. Itis
possible we may not address this opportunity under after disposal of both Round Top
projects, where an alternative is to distribute it separately to shareholders or to
entertain separate offers for it as may develop.

We are targeting spacializin%n underground, narrow vein, high grade gold and silver
mine Low Cap Ex projects. We are a mining company, and will consider
opportunities to acquire more gold or silver projects as opportunities arise.

Seek projects too small for Barrick, Newmont etc.

Operating projects like this size rare in Canada or US owing to difficulty establishing
resources compliant with NI 43-101 standards or SEC Industry Guide 7 and few
personnel experienced with small mines.
